
Accathon 3.0 Brings Together Young Innovators in 

Financial Modelling and Forensic Accounting 

 

The Institute of Commerce, Nirma University, in collaboration with the Indian Accounting 

Association (IAA) and knowledge partner Association of Chartered Certified Accountants 

(ACCA), successfully organized Accathon 3.0, a national-level event designed to encourage 

students to develop innovative solutions at the intersection of finance, accounting, and 

technology.

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The competition was conducted in two rounds. The first round was held online on 7 February 

2026, where 64 teams comprising 256 students from across 10 states competed for the final 

round. Based on their performance in the online evaluation, 10 teams from five states — 

Gujarat, Rajasthan, Maharashtra, Karnataka, and Madhya Pradesh — qualified for the final 

round. 

The final round was conducted in offline mode on 6–7 March 2026 at the Nirma University 

campus, where shortlisted teams worked in the computer lab to develop analytical dashboards, 

applications, and website-based solutions addressing real-world financial and accounting 

challenges. 

This year, the competition was divided into two categories, each centered around a specific 

theme. The theme for the Undergraduate category was “Intelligent Financial Modelling 

and Stock Market Analysis,” where participants developed analytical solutions to analyse 

financial data and assist in investment decision-making. The theme for the Postgraduate 

category was “Forensic Accounting and Fraud Detection,” where teams designed 

technological and analytical solutions to identify financial irregularities and potential fraud. 

In the Undergraduate category, Team Finbytes from Nirma University, Ahmedabad 

emerged as the winner, while Team DC from Christ University, Bangalore secured the 

runner-up position. In the Postgraduate category, Team Hustlers from Government Bangur 

PG College, Pali — won the competition, while Team Golden Quad from Sanjivani 

University, Kopargaon Maharashtra stood as the runner-up. 

The final round was graced by Mr. Arjun Kukreja (Senior Business Relationship Manager, 

ACCA) and Mr. Rohan Rajvanshi (Education Partner Relationships Lead, ACCA) as the 

distinguished guests. The competition was evaluated by an eminent panel of judges comprising
